e Offer small grants up to $100 to cover expenses such as costs for photocopying or modest
refreshments for an informational meeting of research supervisors and/or potential
applicants.

e Provide contact information for Humboldtians at a university or institution.

o Work with HoCs to develop alternative promotional approaches, for example, at professional
conferences or meetings that may be combined with alumni events.
